Whereas, In order to accomplish their objectives, surveyors use elements of engineering, 
physics, mathematics, astronomy, law, and history; and 

Whereas, Since the colonial days of the United States, surveyors have been leaders in the 
community, statesmen, influential citizens, and shapers of cultural standards. Former 
notable surveyors include George Washington, Thomas Jefferson, Abraham Lincoln, Lewis 
and Clark, Daniel Boone, and Henry David Thoreau, among many others; and 

Whereas, Many services are now provided through the use of sophisticated surveying 
equipment and techniques, including satellite-borne remote sensing devices and automated 
positioning, measuring, recording, and plotting equipment; and 

Whereas, the establishment of the week of March 15-21, 2025 as National Surveyors Week 
is a fitting tribute to all surveyors.
